Legally you can only trespass a person from a property or location where they have committed a crime or offence.Therfore to trespass an individual from central city means his her previous offences must have been committed in the central city.Waht is the penaltywhat exemptions will there be, who is to enforce it

The sanctions imposed by the trespass order should reflect the seriousness of the crimes.  More serious crimes (violence) should have a harsher penalty.  Adequate warnings should be given in signs in the CBD, to act also as a deterrent.  Regarding whether this is a violation of human rights, I think it is relevant to consider that by choice any person affected has already willingly performed 5 violations of other people's rights.  It should be part of sentencing by a judge, so any relevant factors (one way or the other) can be taken into account.  The proposal merely mirrors actions taken by mall owners, banning those convicted of shop-lifting.  May need to exercise discretion if an offender validly needs to be in the CBD (e.g. to visit Courts, training course) but should have proviso that they must be able to prove they have a valid appointment - if not, penalty may be further increase in period of trespass order

RDC must comprehend that not all NZ cities are like Rotorua - in terms of their social climate. Expectation in Rotorua seems to be that it is 'normal' to be a law breaker, or to be surrounded by law breakers. I live in Palmerston North, but my daughter Tanya was murdered in a home invasion at 12/15 Hilda Street, Rotorua, on 15 September 2002. I consider that this gives me a 200% right to comment on this issue. Rotorua has very many lovely people, but it also has a terrifying air about it that doesn't refer to the sulphur. Your population is very diverse and very extreme in terms of haves and have-nots. I have two Rotorua Daily Post clippings since Tanya's death where Maori crims said they targeted Pakeha, and we have always believed Tanya is dead because she looked Pakeha. You need to bring the lowest level of Maori down-and-out to realise that we are all people together and not that any Pakeha with a car or other property is just a target waiting to happen. Your rich successful Maori need to work a lot harder to share their good fortune with their less fortunate relatives. Tanya's killer (John Wharekura aged 16, son of Paul Tamai) was caught shoplifting at the Warehouse (yours, that is!) the day before he killed Tanya. He was taken to the police station and then quickly let go, despite being homeless. They were going to fingerprint and photograph him, but a shift change meant that didn't happen. Had his details been placed on file (regardless of his 'rights'), probably he'd have thought harder about killing Tanya the very next day. And yes, he was a member of the 'Eastside Gang' and wanted to join the Mongrel Mob (the latter comment made the day before he killed Tanya).I have read many reports of people targeted for theft in the Rotorua CBD, and I find it utterly shocking in one sense - and totally to be expected in another sense. Tanya had no idea what type of city she was moving to when she left Palmerston North. This crime level has been Rotorua's 'best kept secret' and that is the greatest shame. Rotorua needs to own its problem!! Perhaps it now will.I will NEVER forgive Rotorua for killing my daughter!! That kid did not get himself into his situation by himself. Had you (the city and/or the rich successful Maori) had a homeless shelter or a more inclusive attitude toward kids like that, very likely my daughter would still be alive.I hope you get a successful result with your survey.- Val Burr, val.burr@xtra.co.nz (www.tanyaburr2002.cc)
